Your Excellency,

[t is our honor to address you on behalf of the only authentic and legitimate representative of

the sovereign people of Serbia in regard to the following events:

1) the upcoming meeting of the General Assembly of the United Nations at which, on the
initiative of Germany and Rwanda, the two countries that committed the largest genocide in
the history of the mankind, their proposal for the adoption of the Resolution declaring the
Serbian people de facto genocidal and criminalizing them for all time will be considered,

2) if the UN allows voting for the Resolution on the genocide in Srebrenica, after all the crimes
and aggression of the NATO countries against Yugoslavia and their violent destruction of a
sovereign state, and especially because of the merciless bombing of Serbia in 1999, that act
will call into question the purpose of UN existence and prevent the truth about the reasons,
scale and consequences of the aggression against our country from coming to light,

3) Because the investigation of the independent International Commission proved that there
was no genocide, but a war crime, inspired and organized by the aggressor states, which now
mostly appear as co-sponsors of such a resolution.

Please, in approaching this initiative, as the highest representative of the OUN, take into account

such essential issues as:

1) What is a genocide? Article 2 of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the
Crime of Genocide defines genocide as an act committed with the intent to destroy, in whole
or in part, a national, ethnic, racial or religious group as such.

2) Who is the proposer of the Resolution on the genocide in Srebrenica and with what intention?
The countries that committed the planetary genocide and that are trying to suppress and
mask the huge dissatisfaction of the Arabs and a number of other countries due to the
genocide of the Palestinian people by anathemaing the Serbian people as the alleged
perpetrators of the genocide of the Muslims.

3) Who is the people against whom the resolution is submitted? The largest libertarian nation in
Europe with proportionally the most victims in the Balkan Wars, the First and Second World
Wars.
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The goal of the Resolution on the genocide in Srebrenica is not to establish the truth, but
to give legitimacy to the NATO bombing of Serbia, as well as the seizure of the centuries-old
Serbian holy land of Kosovo and Metohija. In Srebrenica, there is no element of a criminal act of
genocide. In 2021, the independent international commission investigating the suffering of all
peoples in the Srebrenica region announced that there was no genocide in Srebrenica. The same
was confirmed by Efraim Zuroff, director of the "Simon Wiesenthal" Center, the man who is the
greatest authority on the issue of genocide on the planet. The National Assembly of Republika
Srpska adopted the report of the International Commission on Srebrenica at its last session with
the conclusion "There was no genocide". The number of victims of the Serbian people from 1992
to 1995 by Muslims was far greater, where Serbian civilians, old people, women and children
were Kkilled, and on Serbian holidays, under the auspices of the same people who today advocate
the passing of the Resolution on the genocide in Srebrenica.

The United Nations is obliged to maintain a critical attitude towards this initiative of
imperial Western countries, whose power in the world is radically declining, and to support the
achievement of justice and reconciliation for all the peoples of the former Yugoslavia, whose
relatives died in the civil war and NATO aggression. This is the basic interest and desire of such a
freedom-loving nation as the Serbs. Bearing this information in mind, we ask you to act in a
timely manner in the interest of reconciliation between the peoples and the preservation of
peace in the world, especially knowing how much responsibility you have for the crimes
committed by Israel against the Palestinian people, as well as in the latest taking of justice into
their own hands by Iran, precisely because of the blockade of the UN to condemn the Israeli
aggression against this country.
